The primary function of the family is reproduction, and the
establishment of a family commences with marriage. Nevertheless,
marriage, as a legal framework for family relations, is unable to
completely align with the interests of demography, as reproduction is
not restricted to registered marriages. Nonmarital childbearing also
impacts and provides unique challenges to society. Bulgaria has
witnessed a consistent decline in the importance of the family as
a legal union over the past two decades. The number of marriages
is declining, while the number of cohabitations without marriage is
significantly increasing.

The aim of this article is to present and analyse current trends
in the role of legal marriage and nonmarital childbearing in society.
